MAYFLOWER MYTHS

he reason
that we
have so
: many
i myths  associated
with Thanksgiving
is that it is an in-
% vented tradition. It

doesn't originate in
any one event. It is based on the
New England puritan Thanksgiv-
ing, which is a religious Thanksgiv-
ing, and the traditional harvest
celebrations of England and New
England and maybe other ideas
like commemorating the pilgrims.
All of these have been gathered
together and transformed into
something different from the origi-
nal parts.

M James W. Baker, Senior Histo-
rian at Plimoth Plantation

Myth: The first Thanksgiving was
in 1621 and the pilgrims celebrated
it every year thereafter.

Fact: The first feast wasn't re-
peated, so it wasn't the beginning
of a tradition. In fact, the colonists
didn't even call the day Thanksgiv-
ing. To them, a thanksgiving was a
religious holiday in which they
would go to church and thank God
for a specific event, such as the
winning of a battle. On such a reli-
gious day, the types of recreational
activities that the pilgrims and
Wampanoag Indians participated
in during the 1621 harvest feast-
dancing, singing secular songs,
playing games--wouldn't have
been allowed. The feast was a secu-
lar celebration, so it never would
have been considered a thanksgiv-
ing in the pilgrims minds.

Myth: The original Thanksgiving
feast took place on the fourth
Thursday of November.

Fact: The original feast in 1621
occurred sometime between Sep-
tember 21 and November 11.
Unlike our modern holiday, it was

three days long. The event was
based on English harvest festivals,
which traditionally occurred

around the 29th of September. Af-
ter that first harvest was completed
by the Plymouth colonists, Gov.
William Bradford proclaimed a day

of thanksgiving and prayer, shared
by all the colonists and neighboring
Indians. In 1623 a day of fasting
and prayer during a period of
drought was changed to one of
thanksgiving because the rain came
during the prayers. Gradually the
custom prevailed in New England
of annually celebrating thanksgiv-

ing after the harvest.

During the American Revolution a

yearly day of national thanksgiving

was suggested by the Continental
Congress. In 1817 New York State
adopted Thanksgiving Day as an
annual custom, and by the middle

of the 19th century many other

states had done the same. In 1863
President Abraham Lincoln ap-

pointed a day of thanksgiving as the
last Thursday in November, which

he may have correlated it with the

November 21, 1621, anchoring of
the Mayflower at Cape Cod. Since
then, each president has issued a
Thanksgiving Day proclamation .

President Franklin D. Roosevelt set
the date for Thanksgiving to the

fourth Thursday of November in

1939 (approved by Congress in
1941).

Myth: The pilgrims wore only black
and white clothing. They had buck-
les on their hats, garments, and
shoes.

Fact: Buckles did not come into
fashion until later in the seven-
teenth century and black and white

were commonly worn only on Sun-
day and formal occasions. Women
typically dressed in red, earthy
green, brown, blue, violet, and gray,
while men wore clothing in white,

beige, black, earthy green, and
brown.

Myth: The pilgrims brought furni-
ture with them on the Mayflower.

Fact: The only furniture that the
pilgrims brought on the Mayflower
was chests and boxes. They con-
structed wooden furniture once
they settled in Plymouth.

Myth: The Mayflower was headed
for Virginia, but due to a naviga-
tional mistake it ended up in Cape
Cod Massachusetts.

Fact: The Pilgrims were in fact
planning to settle in Virginia, but
not the modern-day state of Vir-
ginia. They were part of the Vir-
ginia Company, which had the
rights to most of the eastern sea-
board of the U.S. The pilgrims had
intended to go to the Hudson River
region in New York State, which
would have been considered
"Northern Virginia," but they
landed in Cape Cod instead.
Treacherous seas prevented them
from venturing further south.

Photocopy the contents of your wallet
and save time later! Place the contents
of your wallet on a photocopy machine.
Copy both sides of each license, credit
card, etc. so you will know what you had
in your wallet and all of the account
numbers and phone numbers to call to

cancel. Keep the photocopy in a safe
place. We've all heard horror stories
about fraud that's committed using your
name, address, SS#, credit, etc. To limit
the damage in case this happens to you
or someone you know, cancel your
credit cards immediately. The key is
having the toll free numbers and your
card numbers handy so you know
whom to call. Keep those where you can
find them easily. File a police report
immediately in the jurisdiction where it
was stolen, this proves to credit provid-
ers you were diligent, and is a first step
toward an investigation, should one be
required. Next, call the three national
credit reporting organizations immedi-
ately to place a fraud alert on your name

and SS#. The alert means any company
that checks your credit knows your in-

formation was stolen and they have to
contact you by phone to authorize new
credit. The following numbers are im-
