Business Gifts

You may want to
give your best cus-
tomers a generous
gift to thank them for
their patronage. But
the tax law only allows
a measly $25 annual
deduction for each recipient. Here's
a maneuver to increase your write-off
and treat your clients to a special gift.

Uncle Sam can be stingy when it
comes to business gifts. In general,
you can only write off up to $25 per
person per year. A married couple is
considered one taxpayer for the $25
per person limit regardless of
whether they are separately em-
ployed or have separate busi-
ness.

Simply give tickets to the theater or a
sporting event. Under the tax law,
you can treat gifts as either an enter-
tainment expense or a business gift.
Keep in mind, however, that you can
only write off 50 percent of entertain-

ment expenses. But with the cost of
tickets t hese
come out ahead on your tax return
and give a special gift.

For exampl e, I
thank a favorite customer with two
$75 tickets to a professional basket-
ball game. If you treat the tickets as a
business gift, you can only deduct
$25 of the $150 cost. But if you clas-
sify the tickets as an entertainment
expense, your deduction grows to $75

($150 reduced by the 50 percent
limit).

Remember to keep good records of
business gifts and entertainment ex-
penses since the IRS is always on the
lookout for cheating in these areas.

Items costing $4 or less that contain
i m@rsi ng o sad it bhl et
and/or identical items widely distrib-
uted are not subject to the $25 an-
nual limit.
