First Time Homebuyers

The Housing Assistance
Tax Act of 2008 provides
tax incentives for 1st time
homebuyers,  planning
considerations for quali-
fied investors of fixer-
upper homes, and addi-
tional property tax deductions for those
not itemizing their deductions on
Schedule A.

First time homebuyers purchasing a
home between April 8, 2008 and July 1,
2009 are entitled to a refundable credit
equal to the lesser of 10% of the pur-
chase price or $7500 (if Married Filling
Jointly) and $3750 (if Single). In order
to meet the definition of a first time
homebuyer for this credit, an individual
must not have had an interest in a prin-
cipal residence in the United States
during the 3 year period before the pur-
chase. Additionally, restrictions exist
for individuals earning over $75,000
(Single)/$150,000 (MFJ), related party
transactions, homes under construc-
tion, and disposal of the home. The
credit should not be considered a lump
sum payment received from the IRS but

rather is better viewed as a no interest
loan for 15 years. For example, if a tax-
payer receives the $7500 credit, then in
the next 15 years the taxpayer must in-
clude an additional $500 income tax to

repay the original amount. There are
rules for calculating the payback if the

home is sold prior to the end of the 15
years.

For those individuals qualifying for the

the time and talents can combine this
credit with the opportunity to purchase

a fixer-upper home and walk away with
a tax free gain on the sale of a qualified
principal residence. As a brief re-
minder, the tax law allows up to
$500,000 (MFJ) and $250,000

(Single) gain to be tax free if the seller
(s) lived in the home more than 2 years
and it was considered their principal
residence. The credit provides addi-
tional funds to begin the process of fix-
ing up the home to resell after the 2
year requirement has been met. This is
not for the faint of heart and requires
knowledge to purchase a discounted,
structurally sound home located in a
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good neighborhood that simply needs
work. Remember, the credit should be
viewed as a loan, and there is a require-
ment for accelerated pay back if the
home is sold prior to 15 years.

Beginning in 2008 if you are unable to
itemize your deductions (medical ex-
penses, mortgage interest, charitable
contributions, property taxes, etc) you
may still receive a deduction for prop-
erty taxes paid on your personal resi-
dence up to $1,000 (MFJ) or $500
(Single).

Additional considerations and consulta-
tion with your tax advisor may be nec-
essary for your particular facts and cir-
cumstances. It is important to discuss
options prior to the completion of
transactions with your tax advisor to
minimize the tax burden you may incur
or maximize the deductions allowed.
